“PASSIONTIDE” AND HOLY WEEK -This Sunday is
the Fifth Sunday of Lent. It is Passiontide and the images
in many churches are hidden from our sight. When
Easter comes, the joyful contrast will be all the greater.
Meanwhile we focus more on God. When we look around
some churches today we see the veils - but what does
God see when He looks at us? He sees veils too. His
image in us is hidden by our sins and failings. Looking
down from the cross Our Lord found little to comfort Him.
“I looked in vain for compassion, for consolers, not one
could I find. For food they gave me poison and in my thirst
they gave me vinegar to drink.” In Lent we can console
Our Lord by letting Him see His image in us restored. At
the foot of the cross His mother comforted Him. She
never lost God's image and she reflected His love back
to Him entirely. St. Mary Magdalen consoled Him. She
regained the image of God through repentance. Can we
console Him by turning back to Him?

Our sins and failings are more than just a veil concealing
the goodness God made by creating us. They are the
cause of terrible suffering in the world, a deep injustice
against God and against each other, a cause, in the end,
of Our Lord's death on the cross. The crucifixion is the
only means by which we could be freed from our sin and
its consequences.

Our Lord’s death and the kind of death He died, is so
appalling, horrific and grotesque that we ought to be
shocked by it. We should be stunned into
speechlessness at the thought that the Lord of the
Universe, the Creator of the World, Word-made-flesh and
Splendor of the Father ended His ministry of love choking
out His last agonized words on a Roman cross.

Part of the wisdom of the tradition of the veiling of images
is to give us time to become un-used to the crucifixion. In
a peculiar way, the covering of the cross helps us to see
it properly again. We can become too used to the Cross.
By veiling the images now, we will be able to see more
clearly on Good Friday and on Easter Sunday just how
much God loves us.

Perhaps by our prayers and our penitence this
Passiontide we can join Our Lady, St John, and St Mary
Magdalene at the foot of the cross. We can console Him
too. When we unveil our crosses on Good Friday, we will
be able to look at the image of our Savior in His agony
and see God's love for us shining through the face of
Jesus. And on Easter Sunday the statues will be unveiled
once more. The church will be full of light and joy.

All that is what we will see from our places. But our Father
loves our hearts of flesh more than any statue. What will
He see from His place once we have passed though Lent

and Passiontide? May God see from His place the
compassionate image of His Son restored in each of us,
the veil of sin removed.

Palm Sunday — Next Sunday is Palm Sunday which
marks the beginning of Holy Week and Our Lord's
triumphant entrance into Jerusalem. At all Masses we
will have the blessing of palms.

Sacred Triduum — Keep your calendar open for Holy
Thursday evening (4/6/23) and Good Friday afternoon
(4/7/23) so you can participate fully in the beautiful
Liturgies of Holy Week. More details next Sunday.

“PASSIONTIDE” Y SEMANA SANTA -Este domingo
es el quinto domingo de Cuaresma. Es Passiontide y
las imagenes en muchas iglesias estan ocultas a
nuestra vista. Cuando llegue la Pascua, el gozoso
contraste sera aln mayor. Mientras tanto, nos
enfocamos mas en Dios. Cuando miramos alrededor
de algunas iglesias hoy, vemos los velos, pero ¢ qué ve
Dios cuando nos mira? El también ve velos. Su imagen
en nosotros estd oculta por nuestros pecados y
fracasos. Nuestro Sefior, mirando desde la cruz,
encontré poco para consolarlo. “Busqué en vano
compasioén, consoladores, ninguno pude encontrar.
Como alimento me dieron veneno y en mi sed me
dieron a beber vinagre ”. En Cuaresma podemos
consolar a Nuestro Sefior permitiéndole ver Su imagen
restaurada en nosotros. Al pie de la cruz, su madre lo
consolé. Ella nunca perdié la imagen de Dios y le reflejo
Su amor por completo. Santa Maria Magdalena lo
consold. Ella recuper6 la imagen de Dios a través del
arrepentimiento. ¢ Podemos consolarlo volviéndonos a
EI?

Nuestros pecados y fallas son mas que un velo que
oculta la bondad que Dios hizo al crearnos. Son la
causa de un terrible sufrimiento en el mundo, una
profunda injusticia contra Dios y unos contra otros, una
causa, al final, de la muerte de Nuestro Sefor en la
cruz. La crucifixion es el Unico medio por el cual
podemos ser liberados de nuestro pecado y sus
cohsecuencias.

La muerte de Nuestro Sefior y el tipo de muerte que El
murié, es tan espantosa, horrible y grotesca que
deberiamos estar conmocionados por ella.
Deberiamos quedarnos sin habla al pensar que el
Senor del Universo, el Creador del Mundo, Verbo
hecho carne y Esplendor del Padre termindé Su
ministerio de amor ahogando Sus ultimas palabras
agonizantes en una cruz romana.

Parte de la sabiduria de la tradicion del velo de
imagenes es darnos tiempo para no estar
acostumbrados a la crucifixion. De una manera
peculiar, la cubierta de la cruz nos ayuda a volver a
verla correctamente. Podemos acostumbrarnos
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demasiado a la Cruz. Al velar las imagenes ahora
podremos ver mas claramente el Viernes Santo y el
Domingo de Resurreccion cuanto nos ama Dios.

Quizas con nuestras oraciones y nuestra penitencia en
esta marea de Pasion podamos unirnos a Nuestra
Sefora, San Juan y Santa Maria Magdalena al pie de
la cruz. Nosotros también podemos consolarlo. Cuando
develemos nuestras cruces el Viernes Santo,
podremos mirar la imagen de nuestro Salvador en Su
agonia y ver el amor de Dios por nosotros brillando a
través del rostro de Jeslis. Y el Domingo de
Resurreccion, las estatuas seran develadas una vez
mas. La iglesia estara llena de luz y alegria.

Todo eso es lo que veremos desde nuestros lugares.
Pero nuestro Padre ama nuestros corazones de carne
mas que cualquier estatua. ;Qué vera desde su lugar
una vez que hayamos pasado por la Cuaresma y la
marea de la Pasién? Que Dios vea desde Su lugar la
imagen compasiva de Su Hijo restaurada en cada uno
de nosotros, el velo del pecado quitado.
