HOLY WEEK — Today, Palm Sunday, we begin the
most solemn week in the Christian year. During this
week we will commemorate once more the saving
mysteries of our redemption: the Passion, Death and
Resurrection of Our Lord Jesus Christ. The Church’s
Liturgy is always a great teacher but never more so
than during this week. Having been renewed by the
graces of Lent, | urge you to make this coming week
truly holy by participating in the various liturgies
which are so rich in content. Please plan on the
following:

Holy Thursday — On this day we recall the institution
of the two great Sacraments of Holy Orders and the
Most Holy Eucharist during the Last Supper of Jesus.
The bilingual_Evening Mass of the Lord’s Supper will
take place at 7:00pm. Atthe end of the Mass the
Blessed Sacrament will remain in the church
tabernacle until midnight. Let us heed the words of
Jesus on that night: “Remain here and watch with
me.” (Matt 26:38 & Mark 14:34)

Good Friday — This most solemn day
commemorates the Passion and Death of Jesus on
the cross for our salvation. Our traditional mid-day
service will begin with the Stations of the Cross at
12:30pm. The Solemn Liturgy will then commence at
1:30pm. The entire service is one of the most
moving and prayerful experiences of the year. Try to
stay and make Good Friday a prayerful Day of
Recollection this year. The Solemn Liturgy will be
conducted in Spanish at 7:00pm.

Easter Vigil and Easter Sunday — Our celebration
of the Resurrection of the Lord commences with the
bilingual Solemn Easter Vigil which will be celebrated
at 8:00pm on Saturday, April 8. It will begin with the
blessing of the Easter Fire. This is followed by the
procession through the darkened church with the
light of the Easter Candle as we hear the
proclamation of our salvation. During this Mass our
catechumens will receive the Sacraments of
Initiation. This is the most solemn Liturgy of the
Church’s entire year. On Easter Sunday we rejoice in
the Risen Lord! Join your fellow parishioners in
worship during any of the regular Sunday Masses.

Finally, together with Father Pirrone, Father Garcia,
the Poor Clare Missionary Sisters, the Daughters of
Divine Promise and our Parish Staff, | wish all of you
a most blessed and joyful Holy Week and Easter!
May the Risen Lord bless you and your family!

GOOD FRIDAY FAST AND ABSTINENCE -
Abstinence from eating meat is to be observed on
Ash Wednesday, Good Friday, and all Fridays
during Lent. This applies to all persons 14 and
older. The law of fasting on Ash Wednesday and
Good Friday applies to all persons 18 or older and
younger than 59. Fasting means that one full
meatless meal per day may be eaten. Two other
meatless meals may be taken sufficient to maintain
strength, but together they should not equal a full
meal. Liquids, including milk and fruit juice, may be
taken between meals. If health or ability to work is
affected, fasting does not oblige.

CONFESSION - The best way we can prepare fo
rejoice in Our Lord’s Resurrection this coming Easter
is to do so with a clean soul. Most parishes have
extra scheduled times during these two seasons of
the year. They also have a “penance service” with
several priests available for Confession. Our parish
Holy Week Penance Service will be held on
Wednesday, April 5, 7:00pm to provide opportunity
for our parishioners to make a good Confession prior
to Easter. That night there will be many priests
available to hear Confessions. Please mark it on
your calendar and be sure to avail yourself of the
grace of this Sacrament.

VIERNES SANTO AYUNO Y ABSTINENCIA - La
abstinencia de comer carne se debe observar el
Miércoles de Ceniza, el Viernes Santo y todos los
viernes durante la Cuaresma. Esto se aplica a
todas las personas mayores de 14 afos. La ley de
ayuno el Miércoles de Ceniza y el Viernes Santo se
aplica a todas las personas mayores de 18 afios y
menores de 59 afos. El ayuno significa que se
puede comer una comida completa sin carne por
dia. Se pueden tomar otras dos comidas sin carne
suficientes para mantener la fuerza, pero juntas no
deberian equivaler a una comida completa. Se
pueden tomar liquidos, incluyendo leche y jugo de
frutas, entre comidas. Si la salud o la capacidad de
trabajar se ven afectadas, el ayuno no es
obligatorio.

CONFESION - La mejor manera en que podemos
prepararnos para regocijarnos en la Resurreccion
de Nuestro Sefior esta préxima Pascua es hacerlo
con el alma limpia.
