FEAST OF THE HOLY FAMILY - Today we celebrate this
beautiful feast in which we recall the Holy Family of Nazareth.
Jesus, Mary, and Joseph provide for us a beautiful example
of the virtues that should be lived out in each of our own
families. Perhaps this week would be a good time to make a
resolution regarding our families for this coming year. |
suggest especially the “Family Night”. This consists of setting
aside at least one evening per week in which everyone eats
together, then prays together (the rosary would be especially
appropriate) and then enjoys a fun activity together such as a
board game or a good movie. It is something so simple and
basic and yet many families spend very little time together.

CHRISTMAS SEASON - The Feast of the Holy Family is
always on the Sunday after Christmas Day unless
Christmas Day is on a Sunday. For well over a thousand
years in the Church, the Christmas Season begins on
Christmas Eve not Halloween or Thanksgiving. The first
eight days of Christmas are called the Christmas Octave.
During the Octave we celebrate Christmas Day for eight
days. The Christmas Season usually ends on the second
Sunday after Christmas Day. Many years ago, the
Christmas Season lasted forty days and ended on
February 2 — Candlemas Day, the Feast of the
Presentation of the Lord in the temple. So do not be in a
hurry to take down your Christmas decorations. Enjoy the
beautiful Christmas music even if the radio has stopped

playing it.

FIRST FRIDAY MASSES THIS WEEK —First Friday Mass
is very closely tied to Devotion to the Most Sacred Heart of
Jesus. On the First Friday of each month we have the
usual weekday 6:30am and 8:00am Masses in English in
the morning and we add a bilingual Mass at 7:00pm. The
Blessed Sacrament is exposed on the altar after the
evening Mass until 10:00pm. The time after Mass will be
silent until Benediction of the Blessed Sacrament takes
place about 9:50pm. Prayerbooks in English and Spanish
will be available for your use during this quiet time with our
Eucharistic Lord. All parishioners are encouraged to make
the First Friday of each month not just an hour but an
evening with our Lord.

EPIPHANY NEXT SUNDAY - The Solemnity of the
Epiphany of the Lord (o Tres Reyes) is celebrated
throughout most of the world on January 6 — the twelfth day
of Christmas. Since January 6 is not a holiday in the United

States the feast is permanently transferred to the Sunday
after New Year’s. In our parish it is the custom to celebrate
both days. On January 6 each year an evening Mass is
celebrated in Spanish EXCEPT WHEN JANUARY 6
FALLS ON A SATURDAY OR SUNDAY AS IT DOES
THIS YEAR. The Three Kings visit during the Mass.
After Mass, gifts are distributed to the children and the
Rosca de Reyes is distributed to all in the east patio. THIS
YEAR THIS WILL OCCUR AT THE SUNDAY, JANUARY
7™ 1:00PM MASS.
