LENT - The holy season of Lent has begun. Below you will
find the regulations of the Church regarding fast and
abstinence. Please read them carefully. Last week’s bulletin
contained numerous suggestions for various Lenten
practices. They can be found at a link in the upper righthand
corner of our parish website, www.saintanthonygardena.org .
Please read them carefully and decide how you want to
strengthen your spiritual life this year. Lentis truly a
privileged time because it forces us to pause and reflect on
how we are living our lives and whether we need to make
some adjustments, especially regarding our spiritual
practices. There are three practices that are encouraged for
everyone in our parish: regular Confession, frequent Mass
(perhaps several times during the week) and weekly Stations
of the Cross. Our Stations of the Cross each Friday are at
6:15pm in both English and Spanish followed by Eucharistic
Holy Hour and Confessions. Come and pray with your parish
family.

REGULATIONS FOR LENT

Abstinence and Fasting - Abstinence from eating meat is
to be observed on Ash Wednesday, Good Friday, and all
Fridays during Lent. This applies to all people 14 and
older. The law of fasting on Ash Wednesday and Good
Friday applies to all persons 18 or older and younger
than 59. Fasting means that one full meatless meal per
day may be eaten. Two other meatless meals may be
taken sufficiently to maintain strength, but together they
should not equal a full meal. Liquids, including milk and fruit
juice, may be taken between meals. If health or ability to
work is affected, fasting does not oblige. Private, self-

imposed observance of fasting on Lenten weekdays is
strongly recommended. Parents should ensure that
children who are not bound by the laws of fast and
abstinence are taught an authentic sense of penance,
conversion, and reconciliation.

Lenten Observance - Catholics are encouraged to
participate in Holy Mass and in the Sacrament of Penance
during Lent, and parishes are encouraged to provide
regular and frequent opportunities for such participation.
Likewise encouraged are devotions such as Stations of the
Cross, vigils and prayer services (with Benediction of the
Blessed Sacrament, if opportune). Traditional practices -
including increased prayer, Scripture and spiritual reading,
alms, personal self-denial in food and drink, increased
care, and service to the sick and needy - are also
suggested.

Easter Duty - All initiated Catholics are bound by the
obligations of receiving Communion at least once a year
and to confess sacramentally all serious sins not previously
acknowledged in individual Confession. This precept must
be fulfilled during the Easter duty season, which is from the
First Sunday of Lent until Trinity Sunday.

DID YOU KNOW? - Why does it help to communicate
your concerns? - If you have concerns about someone’s
behavior, sharing those concerns is critical to protecting the
children in that person’s life. If you see or hear about
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inappropriate behavior, you can take your concerns to a
supervisor or program director for further action. This
helps those in charge launch an investigation, ask
questions, and start to look for signs on their own — all
of which can help keep children safe from potential
abuse. Communicating your concerns, and having them
investigated, can also discourage a potential offender,
pushing them to leave the program or stop their
behaviors.

REGLAMENTO PARA CUARESMA
Abstinencia y ayuno - |la abstinencia de comer carne

se debe observar el Miércoles de Ceniza, el Viernes Santo
y todos los viernes durante la Cuaresma. Esto se aplica a
todas las personas mayores de 14 anos. La ley de ayuno
el Miércoles de Ceniza y el Viernes Santo se aplica a
todas las personas mayores de 18 anos y menores de
59 ainos. El ayuno significa que se puede comer una
comida completa sin carne por dia. Se pueden tomar otras
dos comidas sin carne suficientes para mantener la fuerza,
pero juntas no deberian equivaler a una comida completa.
Se pueden tomar liquidos, incluyendo leche y jugo de
frutas, entre comidas. Si la salud o la capacidad de
trabajar se ven afectadas, el ayuno no es obligatorio. Se
recomienda encarecidamente |la observancia privada e
impuesta del ayuno los dias de semana de Cuaresma. Los
padres deben asegurarse de que a los nifios que no estan
sujetos a las leyes del ayuno y la abstinencia se les
ensefie un auténtico sentido de penitencia, conversion y
reconciliacion.

Observancia de Cuaresma - Se alienta a los catdlicos a
participar en la Santa Misa y en el Sacramento de la
Penitencia durante la Cuaresma, y se alienta a las
parroquias a brindar oportunidades regulares y frecuentes
para dicha participacion. Del mismo modo, se fomentan
devociones como Via Crucis, vigilias y servicios de oracion
(con la Bendicion del Santisimo Sacramento, si es
oportuno). También se sugieren practicas tradicionales,
que incluyen una mayor oracion, lectura de las Escrituras y
espirituales, limosnas, abnegacién personal de alimentos y
bebidas, mayor atencion y servicio a los enfermos y
necesitados.

Deber de Pascua - todos los catélicos iniciados estan
obligados a recibir la Comunién al menos una vez al ano y
a confesar sacramentalmente todos los pecados graves no
reconocidos previamente en la Confesion individual. Este
precepto debe cumplirse durante la temporada de Deber
de Pascua, que es desde el primer domingo de Cuaresma
hasta el domingo de Trinidad.
