ELEVENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

JUNE 16, 2024

BACK TO THE “GREEN SUNDAYS” — Now that the
Easter Season has been completed with the celebration of
Pentecost four weeks ago and having celebrated the
beautiful feasts of the Most Holy Trinity and Corpus Christi,
we return to the “green Sundays” of Ordinary Time.
Ordinary Time is divided in two parts: the first is the portion
of the season following the completion of the Christmas
season and prior to Lent. The second, longer period, is that
which follows the Easter season and continues throughout
the summer and early Fall and concludes just prior to
Advent. We have now entered that second portion of the
season of Ordinary Time.

The term "Ordinary Time" may be misleading. In the
context of the liturgical year the term "ordinary" does not
mean "usual or average." Ordinary here means "not
seasonal." Ordinary Time is that part of the Liturgical Year
that lies outside the seasons of Lent-Easter and Advent-
Christmas. In Ordinary Time, the Church celebrates the
mystery of Christ not in one specific aspect but in all its
aspects. The readings during the liturgies of Ordinary Time
help to instruct us on how to live out our Christian faith in
our daily lives. The liturgical color of Ordinary Time is
green which is a symbol for hope and growth.

VOLVER A LOS "DOMINGOS VERDES" - Ahora que la
temporada de Pascua se ha completado con la
celebracion de Pentecostés hace cuatro semanas y
después de haber celebrado las hermosas fiestas de la
Santisima Trinidad y el Corpus Christi, volvemos a los
"domingos verdes" del tiempo ordinario. . El tiempo
ordinario se divide en dos partes: la primera es la parte
de la temporada que sigue a la finalizacién de la
temporada de Navidad y antes de la Cuaresma. El
segundo periodo, mas largo, es el que sigue a la
temporada de Pascua y continua durante todo el verano
y principios del otofio y concluye justo antes del
Adviento. Ahora hemos entrado en esa segunda parte de
la temporada del Tiempo Ordinario.

El término "tiempo ordinario" puede ser enganoso. En el
contexto del afo liturgico, el término "ordinario" no
significa "habitual o promedio”. Ordinario aqui significa
"no estacional”. El tiempo ordinario es esa parte del afio
liturgico que se encuentra fuera de las estaciones de
Cuaresma-Pascua y Adviento-Navidad. En el tiempo
ordinario, la Iglesia celebra el misterio de Cristo no en un
aspecto especifico sino en todos sus aspectos. Las
lecturas durante las liturgias del tiempo ordinario ayudan
a instruirnos sobre cémo vivir nuestra fe cristiana en
nuestra vida diaria. El color liturgico del tiempo ordinario
es el verde, que es un simbolo de esperanza y
crecimiento
