PARISH’S INTERCESSORY FOCUS FOR JULY - Through
the Precious Blood of Jesus, we pray for those who are sick
in our parish family, that they may encounter Our Lord more
deeply through the Cross and look to Him as their source of
hope and strength. We pray that we will be a support to
each other in difficult seasons and faithfully offer help and
encouragement to those who are suffering.

PETER’S PENCE COLLECTION — June 29" is the Solemnity
of Saints Peter & Paul. Throughout the world, the collection
called “Peter’s Pence” is taken around this time. It will take
place next weekend in our parish. The funds raised by this
collection go directly to our Holy Father, Pope Francis, to
assist him in various charities throughout the world. When
you hear of natural disasters or catastrophes occurring in
distant lands, know that some of the relief aid comes from the
Pope. This aid is made possible through the funds raised by
this special annual collection. Thank you for your generosity!

FIREWORKS - The Knights of Columbus will be holding
their Annual Fireworks Fundraising, from June 28" through
July 4", The funds are used to help multiple programs at
our Church and Community, including annual Scholarships
for graduating 8" Graders. Please come out and purchase
your fireworks from the Knights of Columbus.

INDEPENDENCE DAY MASS SCHEDULE - Thursday,
July 4 - A reminder that there is only one scheduled Mass
in English at 10:00am on the following holidays: Memorial
Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day
(bilingual). On these four holidays the rectory office is
closed and the church will be opened around 9:00am and
closed shortly after the Mass. These are beautiful days to
celebrate the Eucharist and pray for our country.

FIRST FRIDAY MASSES THIS WEEK —First Friday Mass
is very closely tied to Devotion to the Most Sacred Heart of
Jesus. On the First Friday of each month, we have the
usual weekday 6:30am and 8:00am Masses in English in
the morning and we add a bilingual Mass at 6:15pm. The
Blessed Sacrament is exposed on the altar after the
evening Mass until 8:15pm. The time after Mass will be
silent until Benediction of the Blessed Sacrament takes
place about 8:10pm. Prayerbooks in English and Spanish
will be available for your use during this quiet time with our
Eucharistic Lord.

THE FIVE FIRST SATURDAYS DEVOTION is a request by
Our Lord and Our Lady to make reparation for the sins
against the Immaculate Heart of Mary. Our Lady promised
salvation if we fulfill the five consecutive First Saturdays.
However, we should continue to fulfill them every month to
console the Hearts of Jesus and Mary and make reparation
for the sins of others. The continued practice of the First
Saturdays will help bring about a period of peace and the
salvation of many souls as Our Lady promised (Fatima, July
13, 1917). The four practices on the First Saturday, each
with the intention of making reparation to the Immaculate
Heart of Mary, as Our Lady asked in 1925, are the
following:

e Confession (within a few days)

e Receive Holy Communion in Reparation for Sin

e Pray the Rosary

Keep her company for 15 minutes while meditating on
the mysteries of the Rosary

WEKLY HOLY HOUR OF EUCHARISTIC ADORATION -
Weekly Eucharistic Adoration and Confessions are each
Friday (with a few exceptions). On a normal Friday, Holy
Hour, Adoration, and Confessions runs from 6:15pm
through 7:15pm. On First Fridays, most holy days of
obligations and their vigils that fall on a Friday, a bilingual
Mass begins at 6:15pm with Holy Hour, Adoration, and
Confessions after Mass until 8:15pm. During Fridays of
Lent, bilingual Stations of the Cross begins at 6:15pm and
is followed by Holy Hour, Adoration, and Confessions.

SUMMER BIBLE STUDY will be held on five Monday
evenings from July 29 through August 26 in the parish hall
with Michael Ramirez of Zion Mission House.

DAILY MASS INTENTIONS are posted on some of the
church bulletin boards.

DID YOU KNOW? - Trust your instincts when it comes
to human trafficking - Human trafficking is happening in
more places than you would think, and often it passes
unnoticed because traffickers are highly skilled. If you see a
situation that does not feel right, or you observe something
inappropriate or concerning, you could be saving
someone’s life by reporting it. Often, trafficking can be
noted by small indicators: someone who is deferring to
another person often, or who is often controlled in who they
can talk to or what they can say. Victims will also often
appear to be timid or fearful, especially of a particular
person, and to be isolated from other friends, family, and
community members.
