THIRD SUNDAY OF ADVENT

DECEMBER 15, 2024

May you and all your loved ones have the most
blessed Advent and Christmas Seasons. You can be
assured of a remembrance in our prayers and Masses,
especially on Christmas Day.

GAUDETTE SUNDAY - Today is the Third Sunday of
Advent and is traditionally called “Gaudette Sunday” The
term Gaudette (Latin) refers to the first word of the
Entrance Antiphon, "Rejoice". Rose vestments are worn to
emphasize our joy that Christmas is near, and we also light
the rose candle on our Advent wreath. The blending of the
violet of Advent with the white of Christmas gives us rose.

CONFESSION - The best way we can prepare to rejoice in
Our Lord’s Birth this coming Christmas is to do so with a
clean soul. Frequent Confession is strongly recommended
by the Church. We personally encounter Christ in each of
the seven sacraments. Regular Confession also provides
us with the graces and strength to avoid sin and vice and
grow in virtue. Some Catholics miss out on the graces of
frequent Confession but they at least go to Confession
before Christmas and Easter. Most parishes have extra
scheduled times during these two seasons of the year.
They also have a “penance service” with several priests
available for Confession. Our parish Advent Penance
Service will be held on Friday, Dec. 20, 6:15pm to provide
an opportunity for our parishioners to make a good
Confession prior to Christmas. That night there will be many
priests available to hear Confessions. Please mark it on
your calendar and be sure to avail yourself of the grace of
this Sacrament.
