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LAETARE SUNDAY - Today we celebrate the Fourth
Sunday of Lent. It is traditionally called “Laetare Sunday” and
derives its Latin name from the first word of the Mass text,
"Laetare Jerusalem" (Rejoice, O Jerusalem). It is a day of joy
within the penitential season. The altars may be decorated
with flowers, organ playing is permitted (not just to sustain
singing), and the priests wear rose-colored vestments instead
of violet. The reason for such display of joy is explained in a
sermon by Pope Innocent Il (1216): "On this Sunday, which
marks the middle of Lent, a measure of consoling relaxation
is provided, so that the faithful may not break down under the
severe strain of Lenten fast but may continue to bear the
restrictions with a refreshed and easier heart." This “midway”
point in Lent is a good time for us to examine the Lenten
resolutions we made back on Ash Wednesday and see if we
have been faithful to them. It is a time to renew those
resolutions.

Next Sunday in many churches all the statues as well as the
crucifix will be covered with purple cloth. The Fifth Sunday of
Lent begins the last part of Lent which is called Passiontide.
It includes the last full week of Lent (5" week) and Holy
Week. In ancient times many of the crosses in churches were
"gemmatae," that is, covered with jewels and without a
corpus (body) or with a corpus of the risen Savior, a sign of
the resurrection. These crosses were covered during
Passiontide to help people meditate more on the sufferings of
Jesus. If the crosses were covered, it was thought necessary
to cover also all the other pictures and statues. Over years,
especially influenced by Franciscan spirituality in the 13th
century, the cross "evolved" and most crosses were
crucifixes, vividly showing the death of Christ. However, the
"covering custom" continued. The veil on the crucifix is
removed during the Solemn Liturgy of Good Friday while the
coverings of the statues are removed at the singing of the
“Gloria” at the Easter Vigil.

HOLY YEAR OF JUBILEE ACTIVITIES - On Saturday,
April 5, the Church will take to the streets of Los Angeles
on a seven-mile Pilgrimage of Hope. The walk to the
Cathedral of Our Lady of the Angels will begin at 8:00am at
All Souls Church in Alhambra, with stops at Our Lady of
Guadalupe, Rose Hill and Our Lady Help of

Christians. Upon arrival at the cathedral, Archbishop
Gomez will celebrate Mass; bus transportation from the
cathedral to All Souls will be available at 1:00pm. The
relics of several saints, including the soon to be canonized
Bl. Carlo Acutis, will accompany us on our journey.

DOMINGO DE LAETARE - Hoy celebramos el cuarto
domingo de Cuaresma. Se le llama tradicionalmente
"Domingo de Laetare" y deriva su nombre latino de la
primera palabra del texto de la Misa, "Laetare

Jerusalén" (Regocijate, Oh Jerusalén). Es un dia de alegria
dentro de la temporada de duelo. Los altares pueden estar
decorados con flores, se permite tocar el érgano (no solo
para sostener el canto) y los sacerdotes usan vestimentas
de color rosa en lugar de violeta. El motivo de tal exhibicién
de alegria se explica en un sermén del Papa Inocencio I
(1216): "En este domingo, que marca la mitad de la
Cuaresma, se proporciona una medida de relajacion
consoladora, para que los fieles no se derrumben bajo el
severa tension del ayuno de Cuaresma, pero puede
continuar soportando las restricciones con un corazén
renovado y mas tranquilo ". Este "punto medio" de la
Cuaresma es un buen momento para que examinemos las
resoluciones de Cuaresma que hicimos el Miércoles de
Ceniza y veamos si hemos sido fieles a ellas. Es el momento
de renovar esas resoluciones.

El proximo domingo en muchas iglesias todas las estatuas,
asi como el crucifijo, estaran cubiertos con tela purpura. El
quinto domingo de Cuaresma comienza
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la ultima parte de la Cuaresma que se llama
Passiontide. Incluye la Ultima semana completa de
Cuaresma (quinta semana) y Semana Santa. En la
antigledad, muchas de las cruces en las iglesias eran
"gemmatae", es decir, cubiertas de joyas y sin un
corpus (cuerpo) o con un corpus del Salvador
resucitado, una sefial de la resurreccion. Estas cruces
se cubrieron durante Passiontide para ayudar a las
personas a meditar mas sobre los sufrimientos de
Jesus. Si se cubrieron las cruces, se considerd
necesario cubrir también todos los demas cuadros y
estatuas. En el transcurso de los anos, especialmente
influenciada por la espiritualidad franciscana en el siglo
XIIl, la cruz "evoluciond" y la mayoria de las cruces
fueron crucifijos, mostrando vividamente la muerte de
Cristo. Sin embargo, la "costumbre de cubrir" continud.
El velo del crucifijo se quita durante la liturgia solemne
del Viernes Santo, mientras que las cubiertas de las
estatuas se quitan al cantar la “Gloria” en la Vigilia
Pascual.

ACTIVIDADES DEL ANO SANTO DEL JUBILEO - En
el sabado 5 de abril de 2025, la Iglesia tomara las calles
de Los Angeles en una Peregrinacion de Esperanza
de siete millas. La caminata a la Catedral de Nuestra
Sefora de los Angeles comenzara a las 8:00am en la
Iglesia All Souls en Alhambra, con paradas en Nuestra
Sefiora de Guadalupe, Rose Hill y Nuestra Sefora
Auxiliadora. Al llegar a la catedral, el arzobispo Gémez
celebrara la misa; el transporte en autobus desde la
catedral hasta All Souls estara disponible a la 1:00pm.
